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Reflections on the 2025 Cathedral
Heart to Heart Youth Camp

“So-- how do we actually care for
youths better?”

This question has stayed with me for
a long time.

Yes, I'm a youth Sunday School
teacher - but realistically, | only meet
one or two classes a year. That' s
about 10 to 20 youths, for roughly
two hours each Sunday. Honestly, that
isn" t much time.

Because of that, my understanding of
youths - their thoughts, struggles,
and daily realities - has always felt

limited.

Thank God. The Heart to Heart Youth
Camp gave me a rare and precious
gift, Zzze Time not just to teach, but to
walk alongside young people, observe
their lives, and truly be present with
them.

Before the camp started, | felt a little
out of place. | hadn’ t attended a youth
camp in over ten years, and | was
clearly well past the “age limit” The
programme was already fully planned,
everything seemed under control, and
| couldn’ t help but wonder - why was

| even here?

But by the end of the three days and
two nights, the answer became clear.

God didn’ t bring me to this camp
because of what | could do.

He brought me here so that | could ™
see what He could do. '

Day “Zero”

On the morning of 17 DegEember
arrived about half an hour before
registration. | didn' t expect to see
dozens

of youths already there

- some having breakfast, others

chatting energetically.

Most of them were group leaders,
programme planners, or logistics
team members who had arrived
the day before to help prepare the
venue. Even though many hadn’ t
slept well that first night, there were
no complaints. Instead, they warmly
welcomed incoming campers, making
conversation and helping everyone
settle in - especially the Primary
Six students who were joining youth

activities for the very first time.

Before the camp had even officially
begun, | was already deeply moved
by the warmth and care these youths
showed one another. In those simple
struck = mes

moments,  something

serving others didn’ t feel forced or




tiring to them. It came naturally - and
even joyfully.

And that was only Day Zero.

From the very start of the camp, the
committee members took the lead in
briefing everyone on the programme
and logistics. Everything was clear,
thoughtfully
planned. What stood out was how

= =
well-organised, and

calmly and confidently they carried
themselves - especially impressive
given their age. That sense of order
and steadiness didn’ t fade; it stayed
consistent all the way to the end of the
camp.

At many camps, once the group photo
is taken and the closing is announced,
most people head home quickly, leaving
the final cleanup to the committee.
This camp was different. The youth
camp committee had already planned
ahead, with clear task assignments
in place. Campers were organised
into groups to clean various areas,
returning both All Saints’ Church and
Anglican High School to a clean and
orderly state.

Seeing this level of organisation from
youths - many of whom haven’ t even
entered the working world yet - was
deeply encouraging. It reflected not
only strong leadership skills but also
God's guidance, both spiritual and
practical.

Pastor Jasmine Law once shared that
during the many planning meetings,

discussions among the youth
committee were often very ‘lively”
- but always grounded in love. There
was passion, energy, and plenty of
ideas, yet they chose to speak with
grace. Even when disagreements
came up, they avoided harsh words
.and treated one another with respect.
That kind of maturity is rare and truly

precious. Praise the Lord!

A Life of Worship '— Beyond the Session
Room

If Jesus were to introduce Himself to
you and say, ‘Hello, ' m your God,”
how would you respond?

Pastor Evangeline Khoo shared the
message in a way that was engaging,
relatable, and easy to connect with.

bilingual ease, she

in a memorable way. What r
out was how attentive the youths were
- listening closely, discussing the
message with one another, and writing
down their reflections.

We were reminded that worship isn’ t
just about what we do during a session.
It"s not only about kneeling, singing,
or standing. True worship starts from
the heart and shows up through
obedience, serving others, and living
with gratitude. At the centre of it all
is trust - choosing to place our lives
fully in God’ s hands.

Watching the campers live it out,
something clicked: worship doesn’ t
stop when the session ends. It's a
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way of life. When we choose to obey
God, serve others, and respond
with thankfulness, even the smallest
moments can become acts of worship.
At camp, this looked like helping
one another, serving as a team, and
cleaning up after activities. Simple
actions - but meaningful worship.

Living Out Worship Daily

The sharing on the second day went
even deeper. We were reminded that
worship isn’ t tied to a specific place
- it' s about living every day with an
awareness of God. Through group
discussions, activities, and moments
of encouragement, it became clear
that worship is really about walking
closely with Him in our daily lives.

From the Old Testament temple to the
coming of Christ, our understanding
of worship has shifted. Worship is no
longer about a location - it’ s centred
on Jesus. It’ s no longer about offering
animal sacrifices, but about what
Jesus, the Lamb of God, has already
done for us. Worship doesn’ t stay in
the hall; our entire lives can become
worship.

That' s why Romans 12:1-2 reminds
us that the highest form of worship
is offering our whole lives to God -
allowing Him to renew our minds,
transform our hearts, and shape the
way we live.

By the end of the camp, one thing was
clear-the campers’ everyday choices

oo

mattered. Their willingness to serve,
encourage one another, and take
responsibility seriously was an act of
worship in itself. Through ordinary
moments of obedience and self-giving,
they showed what it truly means to live
a life of worship.

Games, Service, and Fellowship

What' s a camp without games?

The camp made use of paFtsifofr
Anglican High School, with campérs
split into groups and rotating
through different game stations. The
games weren’ t built around intense
competition - each group simply
needed to complete their tasks within
the given time. And yet, it turned
out that when the game design was
engaging enough, competition wasn’ t
necessary at all. Laughter - and
occasionally screams - still broke out
again and again.

The night games on the first evening
tested each group s teamwork and
creativity. The water fight on the
second afternoon, however, took
everyone' s excitement to another
level. Even during the final sharing
session on the last day, many campers
were still enthusiastically replaying
their favourite moments from the
water fight.

A Sec 3 youth in my camp group, who
was involved in planning and running
the games, shared that his service
didn’ t just begin at camp - he had




already come a day early (on “Day
Zero' ) to help set up and prepare the
game stations. In fact, he had been
part of the game planning process
months before the camp even started.

The logistics team showed the same
spirit. Many of them were just 15 to
19 years old, yet they.served faithfully
behind the scenes - up before most
to prepare breakfast, and still at, work
late at night, cleaning and packing up
after supper while others were already
zipping themselves into their sleeping
bags.

Beyond the games and service, the
shared meals, small group discussions,
and daily routines became some
of the most precious moments of
fellowship. Campers saw sides of
one another they rarely see - sleepy
faces in the early morning, or messy,
exhausted looks after a full day of
activities. Sometimes there were
excited conversations about favourite
things; other times, people simply sat

together, zoning out or fighting sleep.

Ministry Night

If there was one part of the camp
that stood out most - beyond the
theme messages and games - it was

Ministry Night.

Reverend Moses Ng brought the
camp s theme teaching together,
working alongside Pastor Jasmine Law
and the worship team to lead the youths
into a deep reflection on what it means

=i
to live a life of worship. In the hall, we
lifted our hands and worshipped the
Lord who created heaven and earth,
using the voices God has given us to
praise His precious name.

Led by the Holy Spirit, we went to the
youths one by one - some holding
their hands, others placing a hand on
their shoulders - to pray for them
personally. For many brothers and
sisters, whether for the first time or
once again, Jesus touched their hearts
in a very real way. Tears flowed freely
as God' s presence met them where

they were.

What Was the Climax?

During one of the evening small-group
discussions, someone mentioned that
as the highlight of

frowned and said,
“The highlight? Are you sure?”

That question turned into a meaningful
learning moment. What followed was a
conversation like this (reconstructed
from memory):

F: So what do you think was the climax
of the camp?

D: The games!

F: Why do you say that? What do you

think a “climax” usually means?

D: Because the games were the most
fun. Everyone was the most excited.

F: In books or movies, what does the

5
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“climax” usually refer to?

D: It' s the turning point, like a life-
changing moment.

F: Yes, that's right.

D: But-- was there really a turning
point here?

F: Then we need to talk about purpose.
What do you think the purpose of
camp is? Just to have fun, or for lives
to be changed?

D: Both?

F: For me, the most important thing
about this camp is life change.

H: Then the climax would be Ministry
Night.

F: Having fun together really matters
too - that's part of fellowship.
There's a concept called an

“emotional bank.” Positive emotions
are like deposits; negative ones are
withdrawals. Playing and laughing
together builds up positive emotional
capital, which helps deepen fellowship.

This short conversation may not leave
a lasting impression on the youth, but
for me, it became a precious spiritual
exercise. Through these exchanges, |
found myself constantly reflecting on
why | attended this camp, and what
God is teaching me in the process.

| realised something important:
It wasn' t me teaching the youths.

[t was God, using our conversations,
teaching me.

oo

Looking at the youths - and even
reflecting on my own faith journey and
that of my peers - | see that spiritual
growth is built little by little through
fellowshipping,  playing, listening,
sharing, and teaching. Step by step,

life is shaped.

As family, friends, and elders in the

church, we are called to step into i

the lives of young people - not onIy';
to teach them during structured
programmes, but to walk with them
through the ordinary, seemin'gly
insignificant moments of daily life.

Often, God’ s lessons enter our lives
quietly, in unexpected moments. And
it is precisely through these shared,
everyday moments that we are given
more time and space to notice - and
respond to - His work.

Willing Hearts, Young Hearts

As the camp drew to a close, we
sat in a circle in the hall, passing the
microphone around and taking turns
to share. Many youths expressed
heartfelt gratitude to their group
leaders and committee members.
Among them were Primary Six
students attending camp for the first
time, as well as youths who are usually
quiet and shy.

My own heart was full, with many
thoughts and emotions (as you can
probably tell from the length of this
reflection). But | kept my sharing brief
so the youths could have more space. |




shared just some of my thoughts:
At this camp, | saw many willing hearts.

The committee members and leaders
were willing to serve. The campers
were willing to participate.

In today' s world, youths are busy
and have countless:. options. Without
a willing heart, no one would have
chosen to be here.

| also want to specially mention
several brothers around my age
Yuankang, and Enkai.

They journey with them naturally -
as brothers in Christ and as friends.

Two sisters from China, Joy and Li Min,
also shared how deeply touched they
were by the care and consideration
shown to them by the campers
and leaders - whether through
intentionally speaking Mandarin or
translating English for them. They
were moved, and we were equally
encouraged by their willing and joyful
service. Despite differences in culture,
language, and age, they stepped out of
their comfort zones to join the youths
and sharing.

Theme: What Would You Do If Jesus
Introduces Himself to You?

“Hello, I'm your God.”
1. Who Is the God We Worship?

The God we worship is not an abstract
idea or a distant being. He is a God who
continues to reveal Himself to people
today. He is personal, living, and active,
and when He reveals Himself, He calls
for a response.

When a person truly encounters who
God is, the only appropriate response
is to fall down in worship.

2. What Is Worship?

The word “worship” means to bow
down or throw oneself down. It is a
whole-person response that flows
from the heart outward.

Worship is:

1.An act of submission to Jesus
2.An act of service

3.An act of thanksgiving

Worship uses outward expressions to
reflect inward realities:

We stand to proclaim
We sit to receive
We kneel to appeal

3. Our Calling as God’ s People

1 Peter 2:9 reminds us that God calls
us to be His people.

A “calling” is a God-given conviction
about the direction of one’ s life.

Before any specific vocation or
ministry, our primary calling is our
identity:

A chosen race
A royal priesthood
A holy nation

To be a Christian is first and foremost
a call to obedience. As stated in the
reference from gotquestions.org:

“When we are faithful to the call to
obedience, He can call us to more
specific areas.”

4. Worship, Church, and Priesthood

The Church is a “called-out

assembly.”

Liturgy means “work done on behalf
of other people.”

When we worship together, we are
already fulfilling priestly duties:

Proclaiming the deeds of God

Fellowshipping with one another as
God’ s people

Worship is not merely individual
devotion, but the shared response of
God’ s redeemed community.
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Day Two Theme Talk 2

Theme: “Yes, Lord, We Are Your
People”

1. How We Worship Reveals Who We
Worship

Different forms of worship reflect
different understandings of God:

Human-made religions worship gods
limited to territories and boundaries.

The Lord God is omnipresent, self-
existent, and eternal.

The way we worship reveals the
character of the god we believe in.
Since the Lord is holy, He desires to
be worshipped in a way that reflects
His holiness.

Deuteronomy 12:29-31 warns God's
people not to worship Him in the ways
of other religions. God does not want
to be “confined” to a territory or
an image in our minds. He treasures
His people and does not delight in
worship practices that harm or deface
the human body, as seen in Canaanite
religious practices.

2. Worship in Spirit and Truth

In John 4:19-24, Jesus tells the
Samaritan woman that:

“God is spirit, and those who worship
Him must worship in spirit and in
truth.”

True worship is no longer about a
specific geographical location, but
about the posture of the heart.

Temple worship reveal:

oo

The holiness of God
The oneness of God
The unity of God’ s people

There is one God and one people,
gathered as a community to worship
Him.

3. From the Temple to Christ

The temple was always a preview
pointing to Jesus Christ. With Christ:

Centralised worship in the temple
becomes Christ-centred worship

Animal sacrifices are fulfilled in
Jesus, the Lamb of God

Gathering in the temple becomes
gathering in the Church

Eating before the Lord becomes
Holy Communion

The location of worship is not as
important as the attitude of the
worshipper.

4. Worship as a Whole-Life Offering

Romans 12:1-2 calls believers to
present their bodies as a living
sacrifice.

True worship involves our entire being
and entire life:

A renewed mind
A transformed life
A radical commitment to holiness

God desires His people to live holy




lives. The Ten Commandments teach
us how to love God and love our
neighbours. When we fail, repentance
is the way God allows us to reset our
lives.

Above all, worship is a holy life.

5. The Levels of Worship

There are different levels of worship:
Worship singing
Worship service
A worshipping life

Psalm 96:1-2 calls us to sing a new
song to the Lord. Worship singing
is not a performance for God, but a
communal act that:

Unites God’ s people
Proclaims the Gospel

Participates in heavenly worship

6. Worship as a Conversation with
God

Worship does not begin with singing.
[t begins with coming to church and
preparing our hearts.

The flow of worship includes:
1. Gathering - entering into worship

2. Scripture reading - the purest form
of God’ s Word

3. Sermon - interpreting God’ s Word

4. Sending -
God and man”

“Go in peace to serve

= 2D

Worship services are a regular,

intentional conversation with God,
moving us from gathered worship to

lived worship.

7. The Heart of Worship: Living in
God’ s Presence

The life of Brother Lawrence (1614 -
1691), author of The Practice of the
Presence of God, illustrates true

worship.

"I worshipped Him the oftenest that
| could, keeping my mind in His Holy
Presence, and recalling it as often as |
found it wandered from Him."

True worship means spending every
waking moment with God.

At its heart, worship is not about form,
but about a relationship with God.

Conclusion

Across both days, the central message
remains the same: Worship is not
merely something we do for God;
it is a life we live before Him. When
we understand who God is and who
we are as His people, our response
extends beyond songs and services
into a lifelong declaration:

“Yes, Lord, we are Your people.”
